$19,000.00.

ARTICLE 29. To see if the Town will vote to establish a revolving fund for the Library Trustees under Chapter 44,
section 53 E 1/2 and to receive monies derived from fines collected on overdue materials and copies and to expend
these monies to pay for replacement of materials, maintenance and supplies for the copy machine provided that no
monies shall be expended in excess of $5,000.00, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Library
Trustees).

The Town voted by majority to establish a revolving fund for the Library Trustees under Chapter 44, section 53 E 1/2
and to receive monies derived from fines collected on overdue materials and copies and to expend these monies to pay
for replacement of materials, maintenance and supplies for the copy machine provided that no monies shall be
expended in excess of $5,000.00.

ARTICLE 30. To see if the Town will vote to amend the Town of Brookfield By-laws by adding a section dealing
with curbing dogs on public property, to become Section 17 to Chapter X, Use of Public Ways and Places, or take any
action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Board of Selectmen).

The Town voted to amend the Town of Brookfield By-laws by adding section 17 to chapter X, Use of Public Ways
and Places to read:

Section 17.

a. Removal of Dog Litter

If any dog shall defecate upon any public property or area, then the owner, keeper and person then walking or otherwise
in charge of said dog shall immediately remove or cause to be removed from said property or area, all feces so
deposited by said dog. Such owner, keeper or person must have in his or her immediate possession an appropriate
device for scooping excrement and an appropriate depository for the transmission of excrement to a receptacle located
upon property owned or possessed by such owner, keeper or person. This provision shall not apply to a person who
is visually or physically disabled. Unless said feces are removed, the owner, keeper and the person then walking or
otherwise in charge of said dog (or if said owner, keeper or person shall be a minor, then the parent or guardian) shall
each be deemed to have committed a punishable offense.

b. Special Provision

This by-law shall not apply to a guide dog, hearing dog or service dog accompanying any person with a disability.
c. Violation and fines

This by-law will be enforced by the Dog Officer, Board of Health and Police Department. The commission of any
violation of this by-law shall be punishable by a fine of not less than twenty-five dollars ($25.00) nor more than one
hundred dollars ($100.00).

ARTICLE 31. To see if the Town will vote to amend the Zoning By-law to include regulations governing wireless
communications facilities, as written in the document entitled "Proposed Zoning By-Law Revisions for the Town of
Brookfield to regulate wireless communications facilities" and made available prior to the Annual Town Meeting, or
take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Planning Board).

The Town voted by a 2/3 vote (100 yes, 40 no) to amend the Zoning By-law to include regulations governing wireless
communications facilities, as written in the document entitled "Proposed Zoning By-Law Revisions for the Town of
Brookfield to regulate wireless communications facilities" and made available prior to the Annual Town Meeting.

ARTICLE 32. To see if the Town will vote to allow a member of the Board of Health, as special municipal employee,
to hold the position of Health Agent and to provide compensation therefore, or take any action relative thereto,
(Sponsored by the Board of Health).

The Town voted unanimously to authorize the Board of Health to appoint one of its members to serve as Health Agent
at the rate of $25.00 per inspection.

ARTICLE 33. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Health to appoint one of its members to be the
Title V administrator and to provide compensation therefore, or take any action relative thereto, (Sponsored by the
Board of Health).

The Town voted unanimously to authorize the Board of Health to appoint one of its members to be the Title V
administrator and to provide compensation at the rate of $10.00 per hour.



ARTICLE 34, To see if the Town will vote to allow a member of the Board of Health, as special municipal employee,
to act as Landfill Administrator and to provide compensation therefore, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored
by the Board of Health).

The Town voted unanimously to authorize the Board of Health to appoint one of its members to serve as Landfill
Administrator and to provide compensation at the rate of $10.00 per hour.

ARTICLE 35. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to petition the Massachusetts
legislature to enact a law providing for rent control in Nanatomqua Mobile Home Park, also known as Nanatomqua
Cooperative Corporation, pursuant to M.G.L. Chapter 40 app., or take any action relative thereto. (Presented by petition
with 31 signatures).

The Town voted to defeat this article. (47 yes, 139)

ARTICLE 36. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Water Commissioners to appoint one of its own
members to serve as a secondary operator and to provide compensation therefore, or take any action relative thereto.
(Sponsored by the Water Commissioners).

The Town voted by majority to authorize the Board of Water Commissioners to appoint one of its own members to
serve as a secondary operator and to provide compensation at the rate of $11.00 per hour.

ARTICLE 37. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the performance of a geologic fracture trace analysis, or take
any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Water Commissioners).

The Town voted by majority to transfer the sum of $3,700.00 from the Water Surplus Account to perform a geologic
fracture trace analysis.

ARTICLE 38. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to purchase
a new 1998 Ford cruiser, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Police Department).

The Town voted unanimously to transfer the sum of $27,165.00 to purchase a new 1998 Ford cruiser.

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to construct
and equip an area for a trash compactor at the future transfer station at the landfill, or take any action relative thereto.
(Sponsored by the Board of Health).

The Town voted unanimously to raise and appropriate the sum of $12,000.00 to money to construct and equip an area
for a trash compactor at the future transfer station at the landfill to include a concrete pad, three-phase power, a storage
trailer and an operator’s house and office.

ARTICLE 40. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to purchase or otherwise acquire a
parcel of land from the Brookfield Congregational Church to include the land on which the highway barn is located
and to appropriate a sum of money to pay for said purchase and the legal fees incurred, or take any action relative
thereto. (Sponsored by the Board of Selectmen). 2/3 vote required

The Town voted by majority (100 yes, 4 no) to authorize the Board of Selectmen to acquire a parcel of land from the
Brookfield Congregational Church consisting of 450 square feet to include the land on which the highway barn is
located as described in a plan entitled “Plan of Land in Brookfield Massachusetts Owned by Brookfield Congregational
Church” by Donald Para dated October 3, 1997 and to raise and appropriate the sum of $1,800.00 to pay for the costs
related to said acquisition.

ARTICLE 41. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money for the
rehabilitation of electrical systems at the fire station, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Fire
Department).

The Town voted unanimously to raise and appropriate the sum of $10,000.00 for the rehabilitation of electrical systems
at the fire station.

ARTICLE 42. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money for Town Hall
improvements, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Board of Selectmen).

The Town voted unanimously to raise and appropriate the sum of $15,000.00 for Town Hall improvements.
ARTICLE 43. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to purchase

a new computer and printer for the Town Clerk's office, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Town
Clerk).



The Town voted unanimously to raise and appropriate the sum of $2,000.00 to purchase a new computer and printer
for the Town Clerk's office.

ARTICLE 44. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to complete
the work at Lewis Field, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Recreation Commission}.

The Town voted to amend this article (89 yes, 64 no). The Town then voted by majority (86 ves, 68 no) to raise and
appropriate the sum of $25,000.00 or projects and improvements at Lewis Field.

ARTICLE 45. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to complete
the drainage project from the outflow of the school property to the Kimball Street connection, or take any action relative
thereto. (Sponsored by the Board of Selectmen).

The Town voted to pass over this article.

ARTICLE 46. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to purchase
a new ambulance, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Emergency Squad).

The Town voted by majority to transfer the sum of $115,000.00 from the New Ambulance Account to purchasc a new
ambulance.

ARTICLE 47. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to purchase
a fire protection system for the Town Hall, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Board of Selectmen).

The Town voted by majority to raise and appropriate the sum of $30,000.00 purchase a fire protection system for the
Town Hall.

ARTICLE 48. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to be used with
other monies appropriated for the removal and testing of three underground fuel tanks, or take any action relative
thereto. (Sponsored by the Board of Selectinen).

The Town voted unanimously to raise and appropriate the sum of $15,000.00 to be used with other monies appropriated
for the removal and testing of three underground fuel tanks at the Town Hall and Library.

ARTICLE 49. To sec if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money for the
Stabilization Fund for the towards the purchase of new fire apparatus, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored
by the Fire Department).

The Town voted by majority to transfer the sum of $20,000.00 from Free Cash to the Stabilization Fund to be used to
purchase new fire apparatus.

ARTICLE 50. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money to design,
construct and operate a second fire station, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Fire Department).

The Town voted by majority to defeat this article. The Town then voted by majority to appoint a committee of seven,
appointed by the moderator, to conduct a study.

ARTICLE 51. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer or borrow a sum of money for the
Stabilization Account, or take any action relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Advisory Board).

The Town voted unanimously to transfer $389,088.00 from Free Cash to the Stabilization Account.
ARTICLE 52. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Assessors to use a sum of money from available funds in
the Treasury for the reduction of the Tax Levy for the period from July 1, 1998 to June 30, 1999, or take any action

relative thereto. (Sponsored by the Board of Assessors).

The Town voted to pass over this article.

The meeting adjourned at 10:45 p.m. 238 voters in attendance.

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Section 14. Wireless Communications Facilities

- _ |

A Purpose

The purpose of these Wireless Communications Facilties (WCF) regulations is to
promote the health, safety, and general welfare of the community;, to guide sound
development; and to conserve the value of land and buildings. To these ends, this section
seeks:

1. To minimize the number of WCi= sites with Towers by encouraging the co-location by
various carriers on such facilities;

2. To minimize the adverse aesthetic impact of such facilities;

3. To ensure the safety of such facilities.

B. WCF Development Requirements
1. Minimizing WCF sites with Towers

a.

C.

Shared use of Towers by commercial telecommunications carriers is required
unless such shared use is shown to be infeasible.

All Towers shall be designed to accommodate the maximum number of users
technologically practical. :

A new Tower must be at least one mile from any existing Tower.

2. Minimizing Aesthetic Impact

a.

Aesthetic Impact of Towers

{1) A Tower shall be either a free standing monopole or a ‘tree tower” (ie. a
simulated tree.)

(2) Any proposed Tower must be the minimum height necessary to
accommodate the use and in any event shall not be more than 120 feet in
height unless the applicant demonstrates fo the Board's satisfaction that a
greater height is required to service the area.

(3) The visual impact of a Tower shall be minimized by use of appropriate paint
or covering.
(4) A Tower shall be sited such that its appearance from other areas of the Town
is minimized and be screened from abutters and residential neighbors as
. much as possible.

(5) Towers shall not be sited within a historic district.

b. Aesthetic Impact of Communications Devices



G.  Exceptions

Amateur radio towers used in accordance with the terms of any amateur radio license
issued by the Federai Communications Commissions shall be exempt from the provisions
of this bylaw, provided that (1) the tower is not used or licensed for any commercial
purpose, (2) the tower must have a replacement cost of less than $10,000, and (3) the
tower must be removed if use is discontinued for one year.
